The Sexual health and BBV Aboriginal Health Worker will plan, develop and implement strategies which enhance quality improvement interventions and clinical management activities to reduce STIs and BBVs in Aboriginal people. The role involves working directly with the Aboriginal community groups including supporting yarning groups and delivering culturally safe sexual health and BBV education. In addition, the Aboriginal Health Worker will provide advice and assistance to mainstream health service providers in the development and implementation of strategies, programs, and policies to increase access for Aboriginal clients across a range of services.
